Course Description
In this course students will receive an introduction to strategies for academic success within the TNU adult learning model. Topics will include oral and written communication, strategies for locating and evaluating appropriate resource materials, critical thinking, proper APA citation and bibliography style use, and tools for collaborative learning (7 Weeks—3 semester hours).

Student Learning Outcomes
 The students will be able to

1. Write a response paper (Application)
2. Write a college level essay (Application)
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Write an essay using the rhetorical triangle of writer-audience-subject/topic (Application)
4. Organize essay content effectively (Synthesis)
5. Apply the rules of usage, grammar, and punctuation in order to create effective writings (Apply)
6. Use resources correctly, avoiding plagiarism (Application)
7. Use APA citation system  (Application)
8. Understand the difference between an applied research project  (problem-solution) and a research paper (Comprehension)
9. Utilize mind mapping strategies for research and writing (Application)

Assignments
Each course component will have its own assignments, perhaps quizzes and other work that will be identified by the professor for that portion of the course. 

Culminating project:  Students will write a 4-5 page applied research paper (plus a References page). In this paper students will use APA format and in-text citation style, using a minimum of 4 scholarly sources. This assignment will be due one week after the course ends (due week 17).  It is worth 10% of the course grade. 

Instructions:  From the research conducted for chapter two, select three significant, innovative, applicable, and/or relevant approaches to problems similar to the one your PT addresses. Use these parts-- summary, analysis, and assessment—as the method for showing the potential value of each of these approaches as solutions to the PT problem.
